It
was played not only: as.a: kind of
training: for warriors, but also as
away of solving disputes among
tribes. Tens or even hundreds of
players ook part in the games
which -sometimes lasted up to
number of days.

The first written documents
about lacrosse. date from 1636
when the game was mentioned
by French  colaonizars. Tt was
them' who gave the game its
name. Long time: before the first
Europeans arrived to the America
the word, la crosse” was used in
France for any kind of stick or bat
used for a ball game. S0 when
the French saw the Matives play-
ing bagataway (, little: brother of
war™) the stick was just another
form of la crosse” for them.

The: first formal rules of the
game, which form the basic rufes
of modern Lacrosse; were writhen
in 1867 by the Canadian George
Beers, Well befare then, in 1856,
the first Canadian lacrosse club
had been founded in Montreal:
The first English club was found-

ed in Stockpart’in 1875 In 1877,
Mew York University founded its
lacrasse team, fallowed by Philip
Andover Academy, Philip Ex:
eter Academy and Lawrenceville
School in 1882 At the end of
189th century, the game had ex-
panded as far as Australiz and
Mew Jealand.

Lacrosse made it onto the pro
gramme of the Olympic Games
bothinSt Lowis in 1904 and Lon-
don in 1908, It was included only
as an exhibition sport 0 1928,
1932, 19483 1984,

In 1967, the first official field:
lacrosse champlonship was held,
Since 1974 teams have competed
for the world: Ote every 4 years.
The European Championship has
been played since 1995,

In the 19305, 6 v & indoor |a-
crosse] played in the Sumimer in
unigsed  hockey rinks,  became
popular in Canada. This “hox”
form was aiso adopted as the pri-
mary version of the game played
on Native American reservations
i the US- and Canada by [ro-
guois and other Mative peoples.

In 1935, the Mann Cup, the most
prestigious lacrosse. trophy in
Canada, was contended. for un-
der box lacrosse- rules for the
first time. Previously, itwas com-
peted for under feld lacrosse
rules.

The box lacrosse  competition
n the Czech Republic was found-
ed in 1986,

In 2003 the first official World
Imcdoor. Lacrosse Championship
was held in Toronto, Sk teams in-
cluding Canada, Trogquais Matian-
als, USA, Scotlans, Australia, and
the Crech Republic competed.

Four ‘years later the champl-
onship was: heid: in Halifax. with
the participation of eight teams,;
engiand and Ireland joined the
group.

willlamstown Lacrasse Club medified a section at their club room's and organized a regular Summer
League starting in 1973, The game played in those early days looked nothing like the game played
today. Everyone used their field lacrosse equipment. This included the goalies. gt
The Canadian Field Team played a demonstration game in 1974 during their visit to Willlamstown
for the Worlds.
1978 saw Australia send its first box lacrosse team overseas to compete at the Edmonton Comman-
wealth Games.

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Lacrosse in America

Indoor lacrosse in America dates back to the 1930', when the six-team American Box Lacrosse Le-
ague played games in ballparks such as Yankee Stadium and Fenway Park in the Northeast United
States. Several other leagues were formed and closed until the eventual formation of the Eagle Pro
Box Lacrosse League in 1986, which was the predecessor to today’s National Lacrosse League.

Americans dominated the professional league in the 1990%, and although the percentage of US-bom
players in the pro league has diminished, 44 American players held a strong chunk of the 230 available
spots on opening-night NLL rosters in 2011.

The United States also has a stronn amateur in-
door lacrosse circuit, with several leagues flouris-
hing on the East Coast and in hotbeds across the
country, The US Developmental Team has gradua-
ted players to the professional and international
ranks, with players such as Ryan Hotaling {Boston
Blazers) and Pat Crosby (Slovokia) seeing action
outside of US Indoor Lacrosse's infrastructure.

USA has finished 3™ in both the 2003 and 2007
Warld Indoor Champlonship, but has scored exhi-
bition wins over Canada (2002 Heritage Cup) and
the Iroguois Mationals (2010 Bowhunter Cup) in
recent years.

The USAs entire 23-man roster has seen
professional (NLL) action, and with the offensi-
ve firepower of Casey Powell, Kevin Buchanan,
Brendan Mundorf and others, the team is widely
considered to be the strongest yet to participate
in the Warld Indoor Championship.

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About Prague

Prague, the capital of the Cech
Republic, is the Crech mast va-
juable’ histarical city reserve, In
1992 the historical core of the ciby
covering 866 hectares was listed
i the LINESCO Waorld Cultural and
Natural Heritage Register.

Frague represents a unigue col-
lection of historical monuments
daminated by the Prague Castle
withich towrers fiegh above the aty,
It is a display of all artistic styles
and movements, The:  historical
core of the ety is situated on both
banks of the Vitava nver and con-
sists of & parts — farmerly’ inde-
pendent urban units unified in the
18th century. They are as follows:
Stare Mésta (O0d Town), Josefow
{the preserved part of the for-
mer Jewish Town — today a part
of the Qld Town), Mowd Misto
{MNew Town), Mala Strana (Lesser
Town}, Hraddany and Wyiehrad.
Maturalhy, most af the historical
monuments, museums and galle-
ries.are concentrated rght there.,

There: have been human sett-
lements in the area around. the
City. of Prague. since the prime-
wal age, The location was perfect

a ford acrass the river, fertile
graund and merchants using the
ford to get to Germany, Poland
and other cauntrisgs.

Prague as a royal ity began
hetwesn B80-890 AD, when Frince
Bofivoj 1 stared to build his resi-
dence at the site of today's Prague
Castie, In the first half of the 10th
century a second rayal residence
was buitt = VySehrad (Higher Cast-
le). In the 13th century the citizens
in the Wiehrad: area came: toge-
ther in Prague Old Town and built
a fortification: around the town
wehich is still visible in' places.

In 1257 King Premys| Otakar 11
establiched and fortified Prague
e town on the it river Bank:
Since -the 14th century this area
has been called Lesser Town.

The Roman Emperor and gre-
ar-Bohemian (Czech and Moravi-
an) King Charles I (1346—-1378)
braught the golden age to both
of towns, He established the uni-

wersity -tha first in Central Europs
(1348), he laid down foundations
fo: Prague Mew Town (1348}, en-
larged the Prague Castle Area,
Hradfany and Smaller Town. He
buift dozens of religious and e
cular buildings.  Prague became
an amazing gothic city, one of the
largest in Europe with 8.2 km,
and more than 40 000 citizens.

Reformation of -the: Catholic
Church and socigl problems lead
to a reform: movenrent that was
symbolically started by the death
af Jan Hus (1415} who was bur-
ned to death in Constanze. The
Hussite revalution {1419-1434) [i-
quidated rayal power in the City of
Prague and the Cathelic Church,
and defended the City against
the Crusade of Roman Emperor
Zikmund. Buring the revolution
many of the churches and religi-
aus buildings were destroyed, in-
cludinvg libraries and gatleries,

In 1526 the Habsburgs gained
the Bohemian crown and imme-
diatly began to reduce the rights
of the Prague citizens, which con-
tinwed. during the: reign of Ferdi-
nand I and included an unsucces-
ful riot in 1547 Though for many
Crech people-this was the dark
age of Prague and Caachihistary,
it was almiost a golden age for the
cubture and architecture. In the
second half of 16th century the
whole city ‘was being reconsinuc-
ted in renaissance style and from
158316812 the art-loving Roman
Emperor, Rudolf 11, relocated his
rayal seat from Vienna to Prague,
Artists, magicians and scientists
were drawn:to Rudolf and ko Pra-
gue. Al that time Prague had more
then 60,000 citizens and was one
of the main cities of Europe.

The year 1620 was a sad year
for the whole country, During the
battle of White Mountain the Pro-
testants lost their battle ower the
Catholics. Many protestants, inchu-
ding John Amas Commenius, had
to emigrate to- other protestants
countries. The royal court moved
back o Vienna and Prague stor-
ted o lose its poiwer -and wiealth.
Again, though it was a sad time for

thie people, it was a good time for
the culture, Barogue had its turn
and the Catholic’ Church erected
some  great buildings in. Prague
-the Mational Library and Saint Mi-
cholaus Church o name: buk two,
On 12 February 1748, the Roman
Emperor Jaseph 1T united the four
independent Prague towns: — Ciid
Towen, Mew Town, Lesser Towen and
Hradcany — into one. Prague Ciby

The age of steam and the in-
dustrial revoiution brought more
business to Prague and: industrial
areas grew where green land had
existed: Karlin, Smichov, Holesovi-
ce, Liben, Prague City became the
largest production. and. transport
centre in the country. One area that
became a victim: of these changes
was the Jewish Tawn, The urban
renewal in 1893 cleared most of
the Jewish Quarter. the Old Tawn
and Tew Town, New' buildings. in
the style of cubism, art nouveauy,
and neorenaissance were | being
built-in: place of the oid buildings.

On 28 Octaber 1918 the inde-
pendent and free Crechostovaki-
an Republic was founded. On Ja-
nuary’ 1 1922 the City of Prague
was enlarged by another 37 wil-
lages and towns. Greater Prague
was established, spreading over
171,64 square km and with mare
than 676,657 citizens.

In 1938, on the eve of the Se-
cond World War, Prague had over
1 million citizens. Today there are
around 1,165, 000 otizens and 57
ixcal areas of the city.
